Purpose

The SpLD fund can help towards the cost of a diagnostic assessment for dyslexia, dyspraxia or another specific learning difficulty (SpLD) carried out by an educational psychologist on the Proctors’ Panel. It may also be used to provide two sessions of specialist study skills tuition, which can help with strategies for addressing some of the difficulties associated with having an SpLD.

Other forms of support may be funded though the Disabled Students’ Allowance or other routes which the Disability Advisory Service can help you to explore.

Eligibility

You must be a matriculated student of the University of Oxford or a prospective student with an offer to read at Oxford. Refunds for assessments undertaken before coming to Oxford by an educational psychologist on the Proctors’ Panel will be made after matriculation.

To apply for an SpLD assessment you must supply either an old assessment report or a referral letter from your tutor. If both of these are unattainable please contact the Disability Advisory Service and speak to one of the Disability Advisers before filling out this form.

To apply for study skills tuition you must supply an up to date SpLD assessment report.
