Such reasons might include that consultation or reproduction would put at risk confidential material or invalidate an application for a patent on a product or process described in a thesis. You should also be particularly mindful of the terms of any agreements with an outside body or sponsor governing supply of confidential material or the disclosure of research results described in the thesis.
