An event this week will give students a chance to discuss Oxford’s approach to admissions and

The student-led town-hall style forum will consider what can be done to make Oxford a fairer and 

more equal place.  It follows more than 1,000 students signing an open letter, responding to 

criticism of Oxford’s admissions statistics, which were published last month. 

The event will take place at 5pm on Tuesday 12 June in the Statistics Lecture Theatre on St 

Giles, with key University figures on hand to listen and respond to student concerns, including 

the Director of Undergraduate Admissions, the Public Affairs Director, and the Pro-Vice 

Chancellor (Education).
